The Childhood Eye Cancer Trust has been a registered charity since 1987 and was formerly known as The Retinoblastoma Society.

It is a 'home from home' for families whosse children are suffering from the most serious childhood conditions such as leukaemia, heart problems, respiratory problems or as a result of accident or serious infections. 
Clayton ~ Special Care Baby Unit, Royal Blackburn Hospital

The new Royal Blackburn Hospital opened in July 2006."

Lorraines ~ Special Care Baby Unit, Calderdale Royal Hospital, Halifax
"Our neonatal unit is situated on the same floor as the LDRP and ward 9 at Calderdale Royal Hospital and provides specialist care for babies who are born too early or who have developed complications that need additional support. The unit is run by specialist doctors and nurses and healthcare assistants."
Wesley House ~ Martin House Hospice 
When Martin House opened its doors to children and their families in 1987, we became the second children's hospice in the UK. Martin House Hospice care for Children and Young People with progressive life limiting illnesses, and provide support to their families.
The role of Martin House is to complement home life and to complement and augment hospital and community care. We do this within a philosophy of holistic care, being aware of medical needs, social, emotional and psychological needs, and spiritual support.
Cliffe House ~ Special Care Baby Unit - St James's University Hospital, Leeds
"Affectionately referred to as Jimmy's, the hospital has a world renowned reputation as a centre for medical research and education.
It is home to a number of specialist units providing care for patients from across the Yorkshire region and beyond. These include a neonatal unit, infectious diseases ward, hand surgery unit, the Yorkshire Clinical Genetics Service and an award winning teenage cancer unit. A comprehensive service is provided, including full intensive care and follow-up."
