Nursery Education Grant 
As from September children age three and four who currently receive the nursery ed grant the sessions will be increased to three hours per session, this means that a morning session will begin at 9.00 am prompt and not before then finishing at 12.00pm .

Those children who attend the afternoon session for lunch will not be allowed into nursery until 12.00pm no earlier.

The afternoon session begins at 12-45pm until 3-45pm.

Can I remind parents those children less than sixteen years of age are not allowed to collect siblings
Childcare vouchers.

Does your employer give you the opportunity to have childcare vouchers?
Childcare vouchers can be used to pay for childcare 

Childcare vouchers have a limit from £55 per week or £243.00 per month; they are exempt from tax and national insurance contributions so it may help you save money with your child care costs.

If your partner works, they may receive them also this is as long as your employers offer them. If you would like further information regarding childcare vouchers please speak to sue thank you
